I really don't think it’s a good idea to have two country venues. It is both divisive and invidious and I think we have to do the best we can to help the Burmese alumni who either don’t all have big enough incomes or might have a problem with visas. The BKK reunion was the first time that so many were able to come out of Burma – so that should be a clue. 

Chieng Rai sounds good, especially as it is Thailand without being Bangkok so feels like a change. In fact any of the immediately surrounding countries that also have a good international air link would work. India? China? Malaysia? Need to be aware that many countries now reluctant to issue visas to Myanmar citizens as part of the international sanctions.

Australia will be fine for some of us, and interesting to most of us, but many are likely to have trouble getting there either due to money or time off needed from work. Also hard to do side trips to Myanmar.
